The Children’s Word: "Let the little children come to me, and do not forbid them, for to
such is the Kingdom of Heaven.” Mark 10:14

Is Christ Divided?

Do you ever fight with your family members? Maybe you argue about your chores
around the house. Or maybe you complain when you want things your way and no-
body else does. In today's epistle reading, Saint Paul tells us that we shouldn't
fight with our family! Saint Paul is writing about the Church family in the city of
Corinth, and he warns us that we should all stick together as one family in Christ.
"For it has been reported to me by Chloe's people that there is quarreling among
you, my brethren. What I mean is that each one of you says, 'T belong to Paul,’ or
'T belong to Apollos,” or 'T belong to Cephas, or 'T belong to Christ.' Is Christ di-
vided?" The new Christians in Corinth were fighting with each other. They were
arguing and choosing sides and picking favorites. Saint Paul knew that this was
not good for the Church. He knew that in a family, everybody works as a feam to-
gether. He knew that the Church couldn't live and grow if everybody was fighting.
He knew that the Church is one family, and we all belong to Christ! Let's remem-
ber Saint Paul's important words. In our families and also in our church families,
let's work together as a feam. We are all on Christ's feam together!

Brethren, I appeal to you by the name of our Lord
Jesus Christ, that all of you agree and that there be
no dissensions among you, but that you be united in
the same mind and the same judgment. For it has
been reported to me by Chloe's people that there is
quarreling among you, my brethren. What I mean is
that each one of you says, "I belong to Paul," or "I
belong to Apollos," or "I belong to Cephas," or "I
belong to Christ." Is Christ divided? Was Paul cruci-
fied for you? Or were you baptized in the name of
Paul? I thank God that I baptized none of you except
Crispos and Gaius; lest any one should say that you
were baptized in my name. (I did baptize also the
household of Stephanas. Beyond that, I do not know
whether I baptized any one else.) For Christ did not
send me to baptize but to preach the gospel, and not
with eloquent wisdom, lest the cross of Christ be
emptied of its power.
