The re-established Archbishop’s
Nameday Gala, honoring His Eminence
Archbishop Elpidophoros of America, will
take place on November 17 at Terrace on the
Park in Queens, New York. Now in its sec-
- ond year, the gala will once again raise criti-
cal funds for the "Archdiocesan Youth Sum-
mer Camp Scholarship Fund", which pro-
vides financial assistance to children from
across the Archdiocese, enabling them to
attend Greek Orthodox summer camps re-
gardless of their financial circumstances.
