Brethren, the God and Father of the Lord Jesus, he who is
blessed for ever, knows that I do not lie.

hears from me. And to keep me from being too elated by
the abundance of revelations, a thorn was given me in the
flesh, a messenger of Satan, to harass me, to keep me from
being too elated. Three times I besought the Lord about

this, that it should leave me; but he said to me, "My grace is
sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weak-
ness." I will all the more gladly boast of my weaknesses,
that the power of Christ may rest upon me.

And he said, 'Then I beg you, father, to
send him to my father's house, for I have five brothers, so
that he may warn them, lest they also come into this place
of torment.' But Abraham said, 'They have Moses, and the
prophets; let them hear them." And he said, 'No, father
Abraham; but if some one goes to them from the dead,
they will repent.' He said to them, 'If they do not hear Mo-
ses and the prophets, neither will they be convinced if
some one should rise from the dead."
