in houses. They prayed tfogether. They celebrated the Holy Eucharist

(Communion). They ate together and learned about God together. In the Epistle of Saint Paul, he
writes about some Christians who didn't worship in a big, huge church. He writes, "Aquila and Prisca,
together with the church in their house, send you hearty greetings in the Lord." These two (Aquila and
Prisca) were great helpers for Saint Paul. They loved God very much. They were very faithful and they
wanted to tell other people about Him! So, they invited Christians to come together o worship in their
house. Archeologists have found some of these house churches from almost two thousand years ago!
